In your letter dated May 8, 2002, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The sample submitted, Item #66978, Hit Clips™ Video Jockey, is a portable electronic device that allows a child to be a “video jockey” and “create” their own music video by inserting a music clip which causes animated figures on a 3/4 inch video screen to dance to the pre-recorded music.  There are assorted animation combinations that can be used to create video for approximately one minute of music. The item is a toy of limited use designed for a child aged five years and older.


The applicable subheading for Item #66978, Hit Clips™ Video Jockey, will be 9503.50.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Other toys; reduced-size (“scale”) models and similar recreational models, working or not; puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof: Toy musical instruments and apparatus and parts and accessories thereof.  The rate of duty will be free.
