The item is powered by two 9 volts batteries (not included), and the accompanying advertising suggests that the product is intended for the amusement of children aged 6 years and older playing spy games.


The applicable subheading for Item #70043, Spy Link,™ will be 9503.70.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Other toys, put up in sets or outfits, and parts and accessories thereof.”  The rate of duty will be free.
