The tariff classification of bonded fabric consisting of a face fabric of 100% polyester weft knit fabric of pile construction and a backing fabric of 100% polyamide warp knit scrim sandwiched around a layer of polyurethane cellular plastic from Brazil.

Dear Mr. Meilen:


In your letter dated June 9, 2003 you requested a classification ruling.


The submitted samples, all designated as style “Shadow-Pile”, are bonded fabrics consisting of a face fabric and a backing fabric laminated to a core of polyurethane cellular plastic.  The samples vary in the color combinations used to form the face fabric and in the thickness of the central polyurethane cellular plastic layer.  The face fabrics are all weft knit 100% polyester  fabrics of cut pile construction  and they weigh approximately 350 g/m2.   The backing fabric is a warp knit scrim made of 100% filament polyamide in all cases.  It weighs 65 g/m2.  Both the face fabric and the backing fabric are sandwiched around a layer of polyurethane foam plastic that measures 3 to 8 millimeters in thickness and is visible in cross section.  The complete bonded fabrics weigh approximately 455 to 600 g/m2, and will be imported in rolls measuring150 centimeter in width or cut to rectangles.


The applicable subheading for the fabrics designated as style “Shadow-Pile” both in rolls and when cut to rectangles will be 6001.92.0010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for pile fabrics, including “long pile” fabrics and terry fabrics, knitted or crocheted, other, of man-made fibers, over 271 grams per square meter, velour.  The duty rate will be 17.4 percent ad valorem.


These fabrics fall within textile category designation 224.  Based upon international textile trade agreements products of Brazil are subject to quota and the requirement of a visa.


The designated textile and apparel categories and their quota and visa status are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.  To obtain the most current information, we suggest that you check, close to the time of shipment, the Textile Status Report for Absolute Quotas, which is available at our Web site at www.cbp.gov.  In addition, the designated textile and apparel categories may be subdivided into parts.  If so, visa and quota requirements applicable to the subject merchandise may be affected and should also be verified at the time of shipment.


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
