The tariff classification of silk thread and silk fabric from Japan.

Dear Ms. Taylor:


In your letter dated Sept. 5, 2003, you requested a ruling on tariff classification.


You submitted two samples.  One is a multifilament silk thread that our laboratory has analyzed as having a weight of 0.0285 grams per meter and a resulting decitex of 285.5.  You stated in a telephone conversation with National Import Specialist Mitchel Bayer that the thread is not made of silk waste and that it will be imported in 20-, 30-, and 40-meter lengths on tubes.  The 30- and 40-meter lengths meet the tariff definition of “put up for retail sale.”


The applicable subheading for the silk thread in 30-meter and 40-meter lengths will be 5006.00.1000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for silk yarn, put up for retail sale, containing 85% or more by weight of silk.  The general rate of duty will be 0.5 percent ad valorem.


The second sample is woven silk fabric that you refer to as Nishigin silk.  While the sample is only one inch in width, you stated on the telephone that the fabric will be imported in widths exceeding 30 centimeters.


The applicable subheading for the silk fabric exceeding 30 centimeters in width will be 5007.20.00, HTS, which provides for woven fabrics of silk or of silk waste, other fabrics, containing 85 percent or more by weight of silk or of silk waste, other than noil silk.  The rate of duty will be free. 


Your inquiry does not provide enough information for us to give a classification ruling on the 20-meter lengths of silk thread.  Your request for a classification ruling should include the weight of the thread as imported on the tube or a sample that we can weigh.  When this is available, you may wish to consider resubmission of your request.  If you decide to resubmit your request, please refer to this letter or include a copy of it.


We are retaining the samples for our files.


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R.).
