In your letter dated December 22, 2004, on behalf of The Queens Treasures, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The merchandise to be imported is as follows:

Item KF033-11 Secretary Hutch

Dimensions: 48” x 22” x 96”

Item VER29 Display Cabinet

Dimensions: 54” x 18” x 88”

Item ART93003 Wall Unit

Dimensions: 40” x 17.5” x 88”

Item C509 Display Hutch

Dimensions: 44” x 14” x 76”

All of the items are made of solid camphor wood.  You have submitted photographs of the items with your request.


The applicable subheading for the secretary hutch, the display cabinet, the wall unit and the display hutch will be 9403.60.8080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Other furniture and parts thereof: Other wooden furniture: Other, Other.”  The rate of duty will be free.


You have asked whether the items are subject to antidumping duties or countervailing duties.
