In your letter dated April 4, 2005, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


You submitted the following photographs: 

1. Style number 13137, 30” Knight Sword, is a toy plastic sword that measures approximately 30 inches in length.

2. Style number 13136, 28” Ninja Sword, is a toy plastic sword that measures approximately 28 inches in length.

3. Style number 13139, 28” Pirate Cutlass, is a toy plastic sword with a curved blade that measures approximately 28 inches in length.

4. Style number 13000, Padded Star Wand, is a plastic wand decorated at its top end with a star made of polyester with filling and polyvinyl plastic chloride tinsel. The star will be imported in pink, blue, and silver colors.

5. Style number 13138, 32” Skull Staff, is a plastic staff that resembles a bone topped at its top end with a skull. The staff measures approximately 32 inches in length.


The applicable subheading for style number 13137, 30” Knight Sword, style number 13136, 28” Ninja Sword, style number 13139, 28” Pirate Cutlass, style number 13000, Padded Star Wand, and style number 13138, 32” Skull Staff, will be 9503.90.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for "Other toys; reduced-size ("scale") models and similar recreational models, working or not; puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other."  The rate of duty will be Free.
