The specific parts include, nuts, screws, rivets, knobs, meters, transistors, LED bulbs, crystals, cables, switches, jacks and batteries.
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The applicable subheading for the Spares Kit ML5000 will be 8543.90.8880, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Electrical machines and apparatus, having individual functions, not specified or included elsewhere ... ; parts thereof: Parts: Other: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 2.6%.
