Item # 62312179 S/8 Hawaii Floating Candle set consists of 8 hand-painted figure-shaped wax candles in the following styles: 2 Hawaiian dancers (approx. 3-1/4”L x 1-1/2”W x 1-1/4”H), 3 Hawaiian shirts (approx. 3”L x 3-1/4”W x 3 /4”H), 2 sandles (approx. 3”L x 1-3/4”W x 1”H) and 1 surfboard  (approx. 5-1/2L x 2-1/4”W x 1-1/2”H). The candles are retail packed in a printed paperboard box with clear plastic cover. The candles are composed of 100 percent paraffin wax. 


The applicable subheading for the set of 8 figure-shaped wax candles packed in a paperboard box will be 3406.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for candles, tapers and the like. The rate of duty will be free.
