Dear Ms. Cumins:


In your letter dated April 10, 2006, on behalf of Bernardo Fashions, you requested a classification ruling. 


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Style Number: 8AZ570

Garment Description: 100% cotton 2x2 rib knit cardigan with lurex trim featuring a V-neckline, short sleeves, full front opening with 7 button closures, the neckline, sleeves, placket and bottom finished with lurex trim

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: under 18

Component Construction: all components knit to shape and assembled by linking or looping

HTSUS Number: 6110.20.2077

Textile Category Number: 339

Style Number: 8A2572

Garment Description: 100% cotton sleeveless openwork sweater with a V-neckline, full front opening with 3 button closures; neckline, armholes, placket and bottom finished with knitted ruffled fabric 

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: under 9 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Number: 6110.20.2020

Textile Category Number: 345


You suggest that style 8A2572 be classified as a knit to shape garment in subheading 6110.20.2077.  However, the garment has a sweater stitch count (under 9 stitches per 2 centimeters).
