The tariff classification of women’s knitted garments from China; applicability of HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6

Dear Mr. Choi:


In your letter dated April 28, 2006, you requested a classification ruling on behalf of Milliard Inc.  


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Style Number: 032 WS 6805

Garment Description: 100% cotton varied ribbed pullover, scoop neckline, short sleeves

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9 stitches

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: under 18 stitches

Component Construction: Most components meet the requirements of Stat note 6 and all are linked or looped together, however, the back neckline does not have a clear and continuous line of demarcation.  Garment is not knit to shape.

Style Number: 032-WS 6806

Garment Description: 100% cotton varied ribbed pullover, V-neckline, short sleeves

Component Construction: Most components meet the requirement of Stat note 6, however, the back neckline does not have a clear and continuous line of demarcation.  Garment is not knit to shape.

Garment Description: 55% acrylic 45% cotton pullover with V-neckline, hood, cap sleeves

Component Construction: Hood lacks a self-start bottom, is not knit to shape.  Back panels lack a clear and continuous line of demarcation.  Garment is not knit to shape.

Garment Description: 55% cotton, 45% acrylic  pullover, sleeveless, a cowl neck

Component Construction: Back and front panels lack continuous lines of demarcation, panel insert not knit to shape.  Cowl component not submitted.  Garment is not knit to shape.

Garment Description: 55% cotton, 45% acrylic pullover, short sleeves, cowl neck

Component Construction: Cowl neck not knit to shape, back and front panels lack continuous lines of demarcation.  Garment is not knit to shape.
