In your letter dated April 13, 2006, you requested a classification ruling on behalf of Leon Max Inc. dba Max Studio. 


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Style Number: 300

Garment Description: 60% cotton, 40% acrylic sweater with long sleeves, V-neckline, a full front opening secured by a self-fabric tie.  Garment has ruffled trim around bottom, neck and front opening.

Garment Description: 55% silk, 24% nylon, 15% wool, 6% acrylic varied ribbed knit sweater with long sleeves, a shawl collar, two pockets at the waist and a full front opening secured by a self-fabric tie.

Garment Description: 60% cotton, 40% acrylic ribbed knit sweater with long sleeves, a shawl collar, two pockets at the waist and a full front opening secured by a self-fabric tie.  The garment extends from the shoulder to the knee area.
