The subject article, designated as item number P240153, is a decorative wall plaque in the shape of a peach.


You indicated in your letter that the item is composed of stone powder agglomerated with plastic resin.


Analysis of the sample taken by our laboratory is consistent with your description of its composition.


The applicable subheading for the decorative agglomerated stone article will be 6810.99.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for articles of…artificial stone, whether or not reinforced: other articles: other.  The rate duty will be free.
