The tariff classification of Biodiesel from various countries.

Dear Mr. Rode:


In your letter dated July 31, 2006, on behalf of your client Kolman Petrochemicals Americas, Inc. (Kolman), you requested a tariff classification ruling for biodiesel which conforms to American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) or European Norm (EN) standards.  You state in your inquiry that your client’s biodiesel, containing an ester content of greater than 96.5 percent, is produced from canola, castor, coconut, palm, palm kernel, rapeseed, and soybean oils.  You further state that Kolman anticipates importing biodiesel produced from waste vegetable oil and tallow derived from animal fats.     


The applicable subheading will be 3824.90.4020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for prepared binders for foundry molds or cores; chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included: Other: Fatty substances of animal or vegetable origin and mixtures thereof: Mixtures of fatty acid esters.  The general rate of duty will be 4.6 percent ad valorem.
