In your letter dated September 12, 2006, you requested a classification ruling.  Your samples are being returned.


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provisions that apply.

Garment Description: 60% cotton, 40% acrylic sleeveless pullover with a square neckline, self-start bottom

Component Construction: All components are knit to shape and assembled by looping and linking.
