Dear Mr. Gat:


In your letter dated October 26, 2006, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


A sample, an ingredients breakdown, and pictorial literature were submitted with your letter.  The sample was examined and disposed of.  Item no. SOC-221015 Southern Comfort Cajun BBQ Rub PDQ is a cardboard tray measuring approximately 10 inches by 7 inches holding six glass jars of Southern Comfort Cajun BBQ Rub Garlic & Chili dry spice rub.  The dry mix consists of 20 percent paprika, 15.5 percent garlic powder, 14.67 percent salt, 13.83 percent black pepper, 13.17 percent onion powder, 8.50 percent oregano, 8.5 percent thyme flakes, 5 percent cayenne pepper, and 0.83 percent mustard powder.  The glass jars measure 3-1/2 inches tall and 3 inches in diameter, with a perforated, metal screw cap.

The applicable tariff provision for Item no. SOC-221015 Southern Comfort Cajun BBQ Rub PDQ will be 2103.90.8000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for mixed condiments and mixed seasonings…other…other…other. The rate of duty will be 6.4 percent ad valorem.  


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
