The applicable subheading for the two-tiered server with porcelain trays and a stand of iron wire will be 6911.10.4100, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for tableware, kitchenware, other household articles and toilet articles, of porcelain or china:  tableware and kitchenware:  other:  other:  other…tiered servers.  The rate of duty will be 6.3 percent ad valorem.
