The tariff classification of a Halloween Windsock Assortment from China.

Dear Mr. Crago:


In your letter dated August 16, 2006, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


You submitted a photograph of a Halloween Windsock Assortment identified as item number A079FA00003, which consists of three windsocks in the shape of a three-dimensional black cat, jack-o’-lantern and ghost, respectively. Each windsock measures approximately 50” in height and 14” in diameter and is made of polyester, with a steel wire frame inside the head to retain its shape, and a split metal ring fastened to the top of the head for hanging. Long colorful streamers hang down from the black cat and jack-o’-lantern and long white streamers hang down from the ghost. The windsocks are open at both ends allowing wind to pass through. When hung outdoors, the windsocks and streamers sway in the breeze. The windsocks depict recognized symbols of Halloween and will be used to help create a scary home environment for the holiday. 

The applicable subheading for the Halloween Windsock Assortment (black cat, jack-o’-lantern and ghost) identified as item number A079FA00003 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other." The rate of duty will be Free.
