The decoration measures 36 inches by 36 inches.  This decoration is intended for sale to retail stores for their clients for and during the Halloween holiday.

            The applicable subheading for the Halloween Foldable Spider Web Decoration identified as item assortment number A079FA00626 will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other." The rate of duty will be free.
