The product will be shipped in boxes weighing 1.41 kilograms. The product is ready to use and is in the form of chocolate sea shells. The merchandise will be packaged for sale directly to bakeries, to be used in baking.  


The applicable subheading for the “chocolate dark-truffle shells” will be 1806.90.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States, (HTSUS), which provides for Chocolate and other food preparations containing cocoa: Other: Other: Other… Other.  The rate of duty will be 6 percent ad valorem.
