In your letter received on January 26, 2007 you requested a tariff classification ruling.  Based on your technical literature, Sipomer PAM-100 consists of polyethylene glycol monomethacrylate based resin with an average of 6 repeating monomer units. 


The applicable subheading for the Sipomer PAM-100 polyethylene glycol monomethacrylate with an average of 6 repeating monomer units will be 3907.20.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States, which provides for other polyethers in primary forms. The rate of duty will be 6.5 percent ad valorem.
