In your letter dated January 29, 2007,on behalf of Regaliti, Inc., you requested a classification ruling. Styles 7607 and 7562 are being returned as requested. 


Following are descriptions of the samples that you have submitted and the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS) provision that applies.

Style Number: 7585 (retaining sample for our files)

Garment Description: 80% rayon, 20% nylon multi ribbed pullover, boat neckline, long sleeves, self-start bottom 

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: over 9

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: under 18

Component Construction: The neck capping does not have a self-start bottom.  This garment is not knit to shape.

Garment Description: 80% rayon, 20% nylon multi ribbed pullover, ribbed turtleneck, long sleeves, self-start bottom

Component Construction: All components are knit shape and assembled by looping and linking.
