In your letter dated March 29, 2007, you requested a classification ruling.


The submitted pictures and literature are that of Item CR7464, a protective helmet made of plastic material and protective knee/elbow pads used by bicycle riders.  The helmet covers the head and has openings to vent.  The knee/elbow pads have padding for protection.

 

     
The applicable subheading for the bicycle helmet, if of reinforced or laminated plastics, will be 6506.10.3045, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Other headgear, whether or not lined or trimmed: Safety headgear: Of reinforced or laminated plastics, Other: Athletic, recreational and sporting headgear. The rate of duty will be Free.



    
 The applicable subheading for the bicycle helmet, if not of reinforced or laminated plastics, will be 6506.10.6045, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Other headgear, whether or not lined or trimmed: Safety headgear: Other, Other: Athletic, recreational and sporting headgear." The duty rate will be Free.

The applicable subheading for the protective knee/elbow pads will be 9506.99.6080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Articles and equipment for general physical exercise, gymnastics, athletics, other sports (including table-tennis) or chapter; swimming pools and wading pools: parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other: Other: Other.”  The rate of duty will be 4 percent ad valorem.
