Based on the submitted biography, the artist’s works have been exhibited in private as well as public collections, worldwide.  These include solo and two person exhibitions in the United States, Belgium, France, Mexico and Switzerland. She participated in group exhibits in Belgium, the United States, Netherlands, Venezuela, Austria, Mexico, Britain and Germany.  Carla Arocha is recognized as a professional artist of the free fine arts.


The applicable subheading for the sculpture will be 9703.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Original sculptures and statuary, in any material”.  The rate of duty will be free.
