In your letter dated April 25, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The sample submitted, Aquatopia Bath Temperature Alarm, is a digital bath water tester for testing the temperature of a baby’s bath water. While floating in the bath water, the Aquatopia Bath Temperature Alarm always knows the correct temperature for a child’s bath water and alerts you with an audible alarm if temperature rises above 100.40 F or 38 0 C or falls below 89.6 0 F or 32 0 C.  This article automatically activates when placed in water and de-activates when taken out.  The product has the whimsical appearance of a bath toy; it is colorful and will attract the attention of a young child while bathing.  In addition, the item floats, making it a perfect bath toy.  The sample will be returned, as requested.


The applicable subheading for the Aquatopia Bath Temperature Alarm will be 9503.00.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Other toys; reduced-size ("scale") models and similar recreational models, working or not; puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be Free.
