The tariff classification of nametags from China

Dear Ms. Hermann:


In your letter dated April 25, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The merchandise is identified in your letter as nametags, SKU number 9507856, which serve as both napkin rings and placeholders.  You indicate that the nametags will be imported and retailed through Pottery Barn retail stores in the United States.  The submitted sample consists of four iron tags with split wire rings, four 19 inch pieces of sisal twine, and an erasable gold ink marker.  The rectangular tags are painted with a bronze color.  The tags with the twine attached are packaged with the marker in a cardboard box for retail sale.  The tags are designed to be used as placeholders and the twine is intended to be tied around napkins.  After wrapping the twine, the consumer can use the marker to write a name on the tag. 


You propose classification of the nametags, SKU number 9507856, in heading 5609, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for articles of yarn, strip or the like of heading 5404 or 5405, twine, cordage, rope or cables, not elsewhere specified or included.  However, the twine is not considered the essential character of the nametags.  It is the opinion of this office that the essential character is imparted by the iron tags.


Your sample is being returned as requested.

The applicable subheading for the nametags, SKU number 9507856, will be 7323.99.9060, HTSUS, which provides for table, kitchen or other household articles and parts thereof, of iron or steel, other, other, not coated or plated with precious metal, other, other, other.  The rate of duty will be 3.4 percent ad valorem.

This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
