Dear Ms. Mendoza:

In your letter dated May 31, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling.  As requested, your sample is being returned.

Style Number: R307643       

Garment Description: Men’s 55% acrylic, 45% cotton jersey knit pullover, rib knit turtleneck collar, partial front opening with a zipper closure; rear yoke on the back panel; long sleeves with tubular knit cuffs, and a tubular knit bottom.

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 3 Stitch Count: 12 stitches per 2 centimeters

HTSUS Chapter 61 Statistical Note 6 Stitch Count: 12 stitches per 2 centimeters

Component Construction: All components are knit to shape and assembled by linking and looping.

· The front panel has clear and continuous lines of demarcation at the front neckline and full fashion marks at the armholes.

· The back panel has clear and continuous lines of demarcation at the back neckline and full fashion marks at the armholes.

· The sleeves have a tubular knit bottom and full fashion marks at the armholes.

· The rib knit turtleneck collar has a self-start bottom and self-finished sides.

· The rear yoke component has a self-start bottom, self-finished sides and clear and continuous lines of demarcation at the rear neckline. 

· The placket capping has a self-start bottom and self-finished sides.
