The computer can be connected to a TV for viewing preprogrammed activities and games. The games and programs are pre-loaded into plastic cartridges that can be inserted into the computer and removed based on the activities the child is playing.  



The applicable subheading for the Vtech “Double Vision” Notebook for Kids will be 9503.00.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars…other toys…parts and accessories thereof… Other. The rate of duty will be free.
