The tariff classification of a costume from China.

Dear Mr. Fragomeli:


In your letter dated July 13, 2007, you requested a classification ruling.  The sample will be returned to you.


The submitted sample, Edwardian Stalker Costume Set will be imported as:


Items 6838289, 6838290, 6838291, 6838292 – Child Boy, Sizes 4-6, 7-8, 

          10-2, 12-14


Items 6838331, 6838332 – Teen Boy, Sizes 14-16          


Items 6808820, 6808821, 6808822 – Adult Man, Sizes S, M, L 


Items 6848000, 6848001 – Plus Size Man, 1X- 2X


The Edwardian Costume Set consists of coat like garment, hat and cuffs.  The coat-like is made of knit 100% polyester fabric.  The garment features, padding at the shoulders, long sleeves, large stand-up collar, and a full front opening with three straps with hook and loop closures that close right over left.    Examination reveals that the garment is suitable for use by both sexes. The coat like garment does not protect from the elements.


The costume is well made with a finished neck, styling and embellishments.

General Rule of Interpretation (GRI) 3(b) is applicable when goods are, prima facie, classifiable under two or more headings, and have been put up in sets for retail sale.  GRI 3(b) states that the goods “shall be classified as if they consisted of the material or component which gives them their essential character.”  In this case, the coat-like garment imparts the essential character of the set.

   


The applicable subheading for the Edwardian Stalker Costume Set, Items 6838289, 6838290, 6838291, 6838292 – Child Boy, 6838331, 6838332, - Teen Boy, 6808820, 6808821, 6808822 – Adult Man and 6848000, 6848001 Plus Size Man, will 6114.30.3070, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Other garments, knitted or crocheted: Of man-made fibers: Other, Other: Women’s or girls’." The duty rate will be 14.9 percent ad valorem.  The textile category designation is 659.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


With the exception of certain products of China, quota/visa requirements are no longer applicable for merchandise which is the product of World Trade Organization (WTO) member countries.  Quota and visa requirements are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.
