The tariff classification of a hat from China.

Dear Ms. O’Rouke:


In your letter dated August 10, 2007, on behalf of Stylemark, Inc., you requested a classification ruling.  The sample which you submitted is being returned as requested.


The submitted sample, Style RV 482 is a hat made of knit plush100% nylon fabric with a woven man-made fiber lining.  The cap style hat has a peak and a plastic band between the peak and front of the hat.


   The applicable subheading for Style RV 482 will be 6505.90.6090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Hats and other headgear, knitted or crocheted, or made up from lace, felt or other textile fabric...Other: Of man-made fibers: knitted or crocheted or made up from knitted or crocheted fabric: not in part of braid, Other: Other: Other." The duty rate will be 20 cents per kilogram plus 7% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 659.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


With the exception of certain products of China, quota/visa requirements are no longer applicable for merchandise which is the product of World Trade Organization (WTO) member countries.  Quota and visa requirements are the result of international agreements that are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.  To obtain the most current information on quota and visa requirements applicable to this merchandise, we suggest you check, close to the time of shipment, the “Textile Status Report for Absolute Quotas” which is available on our web site at www.cbp.gov.
