In your letter dated September 5, 2007, you requested a tariff classification  ruling for the following gas mixtures which you have stated will be used for welding applications and shipped in steel cylinders:


Compressed Gas Mix Flammable – 35% Hydrogen in Argon


Compressed Gas Mix Flammable – 5% Hydrogen in Argon


Compressed Gas Mix Flammable – 2% Hydrogen in Argon


Compressed Gas Mix – 4% Carbon Dioxide, 6% Carbon Monoxide, 





      19% Nitrogen, 3% Oxygen, 3% Xenon, and





      the balance Helium


The applicable subheading for all the above will be 3824.90.9290, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included: other.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
