The tariff classification of milk chocolate bars from Germany

Dear Ms. Comeau:


In your letter dated September 19, 2007, on behalf of your client Barry Callebaut, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The subject merchandise is item 0100-03920-999, described as milk chocolate bars.  It will be shipped in the form of 200 gram bars, packed for retail sale.  It is said to contain 40 percent sugar, 18 percent cocoa butter, 14.5 percent cocoa paste, 14 percent dried whole milk, 6.5 percent lactose, 6 percent dried skimmed milk, and 1 percent butterfat.  The total milkfat is said to be 5 percent and the total milk solids are said to be 18 percent.


The applicable subheading for the milk chocolate bars will be 1806.32.3000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Chocolate and other food preparations containing cocoa: Other, in blocks, slabs or bars: Not filled: Other. The general rate of duty will be 4.3 percent ad valorem.
