Dear Mr. Pearson:


In your letter dated October 9, 2007, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client VWR International.  Your inquiry concerns the classification of five products indicated for use in tissue culture media.  






Murashige & Skoog Macroelements (10X) - PL011




Murashige & Skoog Microelements (100X) - PL012




Nitsch and Nitsch Macroelements (10X) - PL013




Nitsch and Nitsch Medium (100X) - P014




White Macroelements (10X) - PL015


Murashige & Skoog Macroelements (10X) is composed of inorganic acid salts totaling less than 5% of the solution and over 95% water.  Nitsch and Nitsch Macroelements (10X) is composed of inorganic acid salts totaling less than 3% of the solution and over 97% water.  White Macroelements (10X) is composed of inorganic acid salts totaling less that 1% of the solution and over 99% water.  The products are plant tissue culture stock solutions of chemically mixed inorganic compounds.


Murashige & Skoog Microelements (100X) is composed of Ethylenediamine-tetraacetic acid, disodium salt, Boric acid and various inorganic acid salts totaling less than 1% of the solution and over 99% water.  Nitsch and Nitsch Medium (100X), is composed of Ethylenediaminetetraacetic acid, disodium salt, Boric acid and various inorganic acid salts totaling less that 2% of the solution and over 98% water. The products are plant tissue culture stock solutions of chemically mixed organic and inorganic compounds. 


The applicable subheading for Murashige & Skoog Macroelements (10X), Nitsch and Nitsch Macroelements (10X) and White Macroelements (10X) will be 3824.90.3900, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included:  other:  mixtures of two or more inorganic compounds:  other.  The rate of duty will be free. 


The applicable subheading for Murashige & Skoog Microelements (100X) and Nitsch and Nitsch Medium (100X) will be 3824.90.9290, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included:  other.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
