The tariff classification of an adult costume from China.

Dear Ms. Lee:


In your letter received in this office on December 11, 2007, on behalf of Sears Holdings Global Sourcing Ltd., you requested a classification ruling.  As requested, the sample will be returned.

The submitted sample is a Style# W-2328-00 Adult Red Vixen Witch costume consisting of dress, cape and eye mask constructed of knit polyester fabric.  The well made dress features styling, hemmed neck and edges, and sturdy seams.  The well made cape features a finished neck and edges, and sturdy seams.  

The Style# W-2328-00 Adult Red Vixen Witch costume consists of two or more garments.  Note 14 of Section XI, of the HTSUS, requires that textile garments of different headings be separately classified, thus preventing classification of costumes consisting of two or more garments as sets.  If a set cannot exist by application of Note 14, the articles that may be packaged with the garments must also be classified separately. 


The applicable subheading for the Style# W-2328-00 dress will be 6104.43.2010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Women's or girls' suits, ensembles…dresses, skirts, divided skirts, trousers…knitted or crocheted: Dresses: Of synthetic fibers, Other, Women’s." The rate of duty will be 16% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 636.


The applicable subheading for the Style# W-2328-00 cape will be 6114.30.3070, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Other garments, knitted or crocheted: Of man-made fibers: Other, Other: Women’s or girls’.”  The duty rate will be 14.9 percent ad valorem.  The textile category designation is 659.


The applicable subheading for the Style# W-2328-00 eye mask will be 9505.90.6000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Other.”  The rate of duty will be Free.  


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


With the exception of certain products of China, quota/visa requirements are no longer applicable for merchandise which is the product of World Trade Organization (WTO) member countries.
