The applicable subheading for the two inflatable latex rubber balls will be 9503.00.0010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “tricycles, scooters…and similar wheeled toys…dolls, other toys; reduced-scale (“scale”) models…puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof…inflatable toy balls, balloons and punchballs, of rubber.”  The rate of duty will be free.
