The product indicated as (RS) BOC Epoxide which is 2,R-3S,-3-N-Tert-Butoxycarbonylamino-1,2 epoxy-4-phenylbutane (CAS 98760-08-8) is a pharmaceutical intermediate. It will be imported in bulk form, from China. It is also known as (2R, 3S)-N-Boc-3-amino-1,2-epoxy-4-phenylbutane.

The applicable subheading for  the (RS) BOC Epoxide - 2,R-3S,-3-N-Tert-butoxycarbonylamino-1,2 epoxy-4-phenylbutane will be 2924.29.7100, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Cyclic Amides (including cyclic carbamates) and their derivatives; salts thereof: Other: Aromatic: Other: Products described in U,S, note 3 to section VI.” The rate of duty will be 6.5 percent ad valorem.
