In your letter dated February 25, 2008 you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The subject product, Prednisolone Sodium Phosphate, is in a class of steroids called Glucocorticoid. It is indicated for use to reduce inflammation and improve symptoms in a variety of disorders, such as rheumatoid arthritis, acute gouty arthritis, and severe asthma.


The applicable subheading for the Prednisolone Sodium Phosphate in bulk form, will be 2937.29.9040, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Steroidal hormones, their derivatives and structural analogues: Other: Other: Salts and esters of Prednisolone."  The rate of duty will be free.
