The tariff classification of adult costumes from China.

Dear Ms. Guzman:


In your letter dated March 07, 2008 you requested a classification ruling.  The samples which you submitted are being returned as requested.


Style 6994 60’s Barbie-Deluxe Costume Set, Adult sizes 12-14, Teen 7-9 consists of a dress, toy sunglasses, hair ties, plastic beaded bracelet and arm tag (not included).  The A-line style dress is made of knit 100% polyester fabric.  The garment has long sleeves self fabric ties and a zipper closure at the back.  


Style 6995 Prom Date Ken Deluxe Costume Set, Adult sizes 42-46, Teen 38-40 consists of a suit-type jacket, dickie with attached bow, cummerbund, vinyl wig and arm tag (not included).  The suit-type jacket is made of woven 100% polyester fabric.  The garment has long sleeves, three vertically sewn panels, a notched collar three faux pockets and a one button closure that closes left over right.


Style 6996 Solo in the Spotlight Barbie Costume Set, Adult Sizes 12-14, Teen 7-9 consists of a dress, elbow length gloves, handkerchief, necklace (not included) and arm tag (not included).  The long strapless dress is made of knit 100% polyester fabric.  The garment has a double flounce at the bottom with a flower and a back zipper closure.


The above costumes are well made with styling, finished neck and edges.



General Rule of Interpretation (GRI) 3(b) is applicable when goods are, prima facie, classifiable under two or more headings, and have been put up in sets for retail sale. GRI 3(b) states that the goods "shall be classified as if they consisted of the material or component which gives them their essential character." In this case, the dress for Style 6994 and 6996 and the jacket for Style 6995 impart the essential character of the sets.

               The applicable subheading for Styles 6994 60’s Barbie Deluxe and 6995 Solo In The Spotlight Barbie Deluxe Costume Sets  will be 6104.43.2010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Women's or girls' suits, ensembles…dresses, skirts, divided skirts, trousers…knitted or crocheted: Dresses: Of synthetic fibers, Other, Women’s." The rate of duty will be 16% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 636.

The applicable subheading for Style 6995 Prom Date Ken Deluxe Costume    will be 6203.33.2010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Men’s or boys’ suits, ensembles, suit-type jackets, blazers, . . . suit-type jackets and blazers: Of synthetic fibers: Other: Men’s.”   The duty rate is 27.3% ad valorem.  The textile category designation is 633.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
