Dear Mr. Arguimbau:


In your letter dated February 29, 2008 you requested a tariff classification ruling.  


The product is described as a partially-baked bread, composed of flour, yeast, water, and salt, imported in frozen condition.  It will be shipped to the United States in refrigerated containers and delivered to cold storage warehouses, for distribution and sale to bakeries, restaurants, grocery store baking facilities, or retail purchasers. 


The applicable subheading for the frozen, partially-baked bread will be 1905.90.1049, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for bread, pastry, cakes, biscuits and other bakers’ wares…other…bread, pastry, cakes, biscuits and similar baked products…frozen…other.  The rate of duty will be free.
