The tariff classification of pepper and salt from China.

Dear Mr. Delahanty:


In your letter dated April 15, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of Medallion Foods Inc.  Two samples were submitted for our examination.


The first sample, labeled with barcode number 63205-20169-6, consists of 1.6 ounces (net weight) of whole black peppercorns put up for retail sale in a disposable glass bottle with a grinder cap.  Although the grinder cap is removable, it is made entirely of plastic and appears to be disposable.


The second sample, labeled with barcode number 63205-20170-2, consists of 3.88 ounces (net weight) of coarse sea salt put up for retail sale in a disposable glass bottle with the same type of plastic grinder cap described above.


The applicable subheading for the bottle of black peppercorns will be 0904.11.0020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for pepper of the genus Piper: neither crushed nor ground: black.  The rate of duty will be free.


The applicable subheading for the bottle of sea salt will be 2501.00.0000, HTSUS, which provides for salt (including table salt and denatured salt) and pure sodium chloride, whether or not in aqueous solution or containing added anticaking or free-flowing agents.  The rate of duty will be free.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
