The tariff classification of a neck gaiter from China.

Dear Mr. Ashear:


In your letter dated April 23, 2008, on behalf of Wal-Mart Stores, Inc., you requested a classification ruling.  The sample which you submitted is being returned as requested.


The submitted sample, Style AWA38241 is a neck gaiter made of knit polyester fabric.  The tube shaped item measures approximately 9.5” long and 9.5” in width when flat.


 The applicable subheading for the Style AWA38241 will be 6117.80.9540, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Other made up clothing accessories, knitted or crocheted; knitted or crocheted parts of garments or of clothing accessories: Other accessories: Other: Other, Of man-made fibers: Other." The duty rate will be 14.6% ad valorem. The textile category designation is 659.


Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.


With the exception of certain products of China, quota/visa requirements are no longer applicable for merchandise which is the product of World Trade Organization (WTO) member countries.
