The applicable subheading for Valproic acid will be 2915.90.1400, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Saturated acyclic monocarboxylic acid and their anhydrides, halides, peroxides and peroxyacids; their halogenated, sulfonated, nitrated or nitrosated derivatives:  Other:  Acids:  Other:  Valproic acid.  The rate of duty will be 4.2 percent ad valorem.
