The tariff classification of Men’s Bath Gift Set (White Musk or Cool Mint), Item Number A008CA01554 from China

Dear Mr. Crago:


In your letter dated May 22, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The Men’s Bath Gift Set (White Musk or Cool Mint), Item Number A008CA01554 consists of a 3.7 fl. oz shower gel, 3.7 fl .oz body lotion, 3.4 fl. oz bath soap and a nylon mesh pouf packaged in a cardboard box.


Based upon the nature of the components in the set and their use, it is the opinion of this office that no single item imparts the essential character. Therefore classification will be in accordance with GRI 3c, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which requires, in part, that the set be classified in the heading which occurs last in numerical order among those which merit equal consideration. In this case the shower gel appears last in the tariff.

The applicable subheading for the Men’s Bath Gift Set Item Number A008CA01554 will be 3401.30.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Soap; organic surface-active products and preparations for use as soap, in the form of bars, cakes, molded pieces or shapes, whether or not containing soap; organic surface-active products and preparations for washing the skin, in the form of liquid or cream and put up for retail sale, whether or not containing soap; paper; wadding, felt and nonwovens, impregnated, coated or covered with soap or detergent: Organic surface-active products and preparations for washing the skin, in the form of liquid or cream and put up for retail sale, whether or not containing soap: Other. The rate of duty will be Free.


Perfumery, cosmetic and toiletry products are subject to the requirements of the Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act, which is administered by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration.
