Dear Ms. Stuart:


In your letter dated July 7, 2008, on behalf of Genin Trudeau & Co., Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The merchandise under consideration is identified as a Gourmet Salts Set, Item 0718205.  The item consists of three ceramic salt pigs made of stoneware, three gourmet salts (New Zealand Natural Sea Salt, Alaea Hawaiian Sea Salt, and Salish, Alderwood Smoked Sea Salt), and one wooden spoon, packed together for retail sale.  You have submitted a photo depicting the product with your request.


The applicable subheading for the ceramic salt pigs will be 6912.00.4810, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Ceramic tableware, kitchenware, other household articles and toilet articles, other than of porcelain or china: Tableware and kitchenware… Other, Suitable for food or drink contact.”  The rate of duty will be 9.8% ad valorem.


The applicable subheading for the gourmet salts (New Zealand Natural Sea Salt, Alaea Hawaiian Sea Salt, and Salish, Alderwood Smoked Sea Salt) will be 2501.00.0000, HTSUS, which provides for “Salt (including table salt and denatured salt) and pure sodium chloride, whether or not in aqueous solution or containing added anticaking or free-flowing agents; sea water.”  The rate of duty will be Free.


The applicable subheading for the wooden spoon will be 4419.00.4000, HTSUS, which provides for “Tableware and kitchenware, of wood: Forks and spoons.”  The rate of duty will be 5.3% ad valorem.
