The tariff classification of Instant Hand Sanitizers from China

Dear Ms. Duran:

In your letter dated September 24, 2008, you requested a tariff classification ruling for instant hand sanitizers.  Samples were submitted for review with your ruling request and will not be returned.  
The Instant Hand Sanitizers are formulated products containing 62% ethyl alcohol, 37% deionized water, and minimal amounts of glycerin, isopropyl myristate, propylene glycol, tocopheryl acetate (1%), aminomethyl propanol, carbomer and a fragrance.  The product, when applied to the skin, reduces bacteria when soap, water and towels are not available and contains a moisturizer.  The items are blister packed for retail sale in two plastic bottles each containing 2 fluid ounces. 

The applicable subheading for the Instant Hand Sanitizers will be 3824.90.9290, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Prepared binders for foundry molds or cores; chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included:  Other.  The rate of duty will be 5 percent ad valorem.
