Dear Ms. Studeny:

In your letter dated September 17, 2008, on behalf of your client, Gray Powder Technologies Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.

You state in your letter that you plan to import iron oxide.  The sample that you submitted was analyzed by our laboratory.

The applicable subheading for the iron oxide will be 2821.10.0050, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for iron oxides and hydroxides; earth colors containing 70 percent or more by weight of combined iron evaluated as FE2O3: Iron oxides and hydroxides; Other. The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.
