In your letter dated February 12, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The subject product, Cevimeline Hydrochloride, is a parasympathomimetic and muscarinic agonist. It is indicated for the treatment of symptoms of dry mouth in patients with Sjögren’s Syndrome. Sjögren's syndrome is an autoimmune disorder in which immune cells attack and destroy the exocrine glands that produce tears and saliva.

The applicable subheading for Cevimeline Hydrochloride, imported in bulk form, will be 2934.99.4700, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for "Nucleic acids and their salts, whether or not chemically defined; other heterocyclic compounds: Other: Other: Other: Drugs." Pursuant to General Note 13, HTS, the rate of duty will be free.
