In your letter dated July 28, 2009, on behalf of AlberdingK Boley, Inc., you requested a tariff classification ruling.  You provided a Certificate of Analysis and MSDS sheets for our review.

The article in question is a castor oil based natural polymer consisting of four designated varieties: Albodur 901 (viscosity specification range: 800-1100), Albodur 912 (viscosity specification range: 800-1000) Albodur 921 (viscosity specification range: 700-1000), Albodur 980 (viscosity specification range: 600-800).  As per telecommunication on August 13, 2009 with a staff member at AlberdingK Boley, Inc. the product contains 60-90% castor oil.  

The applicable subheading for the product will be 3913.90.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for natural polymers and modified polymers not elsewhere specified or included in primary forms: Other: Other.  The rate of duty will be 5.8%.
