The tariff classification of stopper bottle caps from China

Dear Ms. Grillo:

In your letter dated September 21, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

A photograph was provided with your letter.  The “Show Stoppers” (Item Number H164599) is a set of four plastic bottle stoppers, each incorporating two battery operated LED lights.  The decorative stoppers are designed to fit most wine and liquor bottle openings.  The lights can be set to one of three modes: a steady colored light, a strobe effect, or a sound responsive mode that flickers to the sound in the room.  The lights are not meant to provide any significant illumination of the surrounding area, but rather to illuminate only the stoppers and the bottles for decoration.

The applicable subheading for the stopper bottle caps will be 3923.50.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for  stoppers, lids, caps and other closures, of plastics.  The rate of duty will be 5.3 percent ad valorem.

Duty rates are provided for your convenience and are subject to change.  The text of the most recent HTSUS and the accompanying duty rates are provided on World Wide Web at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/.
