In your letter dated September 22, 2009 you requested a tariff classification ruling.

A sample of a Spider-Man Puzzle, item number 5476, was received with your inquiry.  The product is a 100 piece jigsaw puzzle that when completed depicts Spider-Man being pursued by an enemy antagonist.  The puzzle is designed to amuse children ages three years and older.    

The applicable subheading for the Spider-Man Puzzle will be 9503.00.0080, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Tricycles, scooters, pedal cars and similar wheeled toys…dolls, other toys…puzzles of all kinds; parts and accessories thereof…Other.”  The rate of duty will be free.
