The tariff classification of women’s playsuits from China

Dear Mr. Zelman:

In your letter dated August 29, 2009 and received on October 1, 2009, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of Susana Monaco, Inc.  The submitted samples will be returned as requested.

Style 2c10e9584 is a woman’s playsuit constructed from 100 percent silk woven fabric.  The one-piece garment is strapless and extends from the top of the bust to the thigh.  The garment features a shaped front neckline, a side zipper closure and short leg openings.

Style ah10e9342 is a woman’s playsuit constructed from 100 percent cotton woven fabric.  The one-piece garment is sleeveless and features a V-neckline, a front zipper opening, two front pockets below the waist, two back pockets and short leg openings.  The garment extends from the shoulders to the thigh.

The applicable subheading for style 2c10e9584 will be 6211.49.1020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for track suits, ski-suits and swimwear; other garments: other garments, women’s or girls’: of other textile materials: containing 70 percent by weight of silk or silk waste: washsuits, sunsuits, one-piece playsuits and similar apparel.  The rate of duty will be 1.2 percent ad valorem.

The applicable subheading for style ah10e9342 will be 6211.42.0025, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for tracksuits, ski-suits and swimwear; other garments: other garments, women’s or girls’: of cotton: washsuits, sunsuits, one=piece playsuits and similar apparel.  The rate of duty will be 8.1 percent ad valorem.
